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THE MARTIN COUNTY COUNCIL 

SPECIAL MEETING
January 7, 2019
MINUTES
The Martin County Council convened in special session Monday, January 7, 2019 in the Commissioners’ Room at the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Councilmen present were C. Richard Summers, Randy L. Wininger, James A. Stiles, J. Keith Gibson and Councilwomen Barbara McFeaters and Sheri Bowling.  Councilman Warren D. Albright was absent.   Also attending were Auditor Bobbie Abel, Clerk Gerald Montgomery, Courtney Hughett, Martin County Journal.
President Summers called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 6:02pm.
Reorganization of Council took place with a motion made by Councilman Wininger to reappoint C. Richard Summers as President with a second by Councilman Gibson. All were in favor and the motion passed.
A motion was made by Councilman Gibson to reappoint Randy Wininger as Vice President with a second by Councilman Stiles. All were in favor and the motion passed.

The minutes from the special meeting held December 3, 2018 were approved with one correction made by a motion by Councilman Stiles and seconded by Councilman Wininger. All were in favor  and the motion passed.
Gerald Montgomery, Clerk asked the Council if the Council could add an emergency account line item to his budget to pay an election worker in case of emergency.  He had an election employee who couldn’t work her schedule due to a fall and didn’t have a replacement to fill in as it takes time for verification of eligibility of employment.  Auditor Abel will follow up with the County Attorney Lett to see legally of the request.  Clerk Montgomery also informed the Council of a future request for additional appropriations to cover unexpected expenses of election equipment software upgrades.
The Council made the following appointments:

Samaritan Advisory Council-Barbara McFeaters, motion by Councilman Stiles and seconded by Councilman Gibson.  All were in favor and the motion passed. 

Southern Indiana Development Commission-Randy Wininger, motion by Councilman Stiles and seconded by Councilwoman McFeaters.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Solid Waste Management District-Richard Summers, motion by Councilman Wininger and seconded by Councilman Gibson.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Economic Development Commission-Warren Albright, motion by Councilman Gibson and seconded by Councilman Wininger.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Martin County Park Board-Mitch Green and Donna Hawkins, motion by Councilman Wininger and seconded by Councilman Gibson.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Redevelopment Commission Warren Albright & Keith Gibson, motion by Councilman Stiles and seconded by Councilwoman Bowling.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Community Corrections Advisory Board-Barbara McFeaters, motion by Councilman Gibson and seconded by Councilman Stiles.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Martin County Alliance-Barbara McFeaters, motion by Councilman Stiles and seconded by Councilman Gibson.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Highway Department schedules were submitted.

Courtney Hughett, Martin County Humane Society, submitted the Annual Report for the Humane Society.  They currently have 12 dogs and 23 cats.  They have rescued 1,374 animals since opening. The Council told Ms. Hughett that she is doing a great job.  
Bobbie Abel, Auditor, advised the Council that the final budget order has been received and everything was approved as submitted.   She advised that the Salary and Wage Ordinance needs to be corrected as an error was made on the original ordinance and she will have that update for them at the next meeting.  Auditor Abel also let the Council know that the Commissioners are going to proceed with the roofing projects at the Courthouse and Jail.  
Sheriff Roush was unable to attend this evening due to illness.

The Courthouse will be closed January 21, 2019 for observance of Martin Luther King Day.
With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 6:38 pm with a motion made by Councilman Gibson and seconded by Councilwoman Bowling.  All were in favor and the motion passed.   The next Regular Session Council meeting will be held February 4, 2019 at 6:00 pm.
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
