SPECIAL MEETING

September 14, 2015
MINUTES

The Martin County Council convened in special session Monday, September 14, 2015, in the Commissioners’ Room at the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Councilmen present were C. Richard Summers, Randy L. Wininger, Warren D. Albright, James A. Stiles, Floyd L. Hawkins and Councilwomen Barbara McFeater and M. Lynn Gee. Also attending were Auditor January Roush, Sheriff Travis Roush, Judge Lynne Ellis, Leo Padgett, Highway Superintendent, Terri Alcorn, Highway Clerk and Jill Albright, Loogootee Tribune.  

President Summers called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 8:30am.
The minutes from the special meeting held August 3, 2015 were approved as submitted with the motion made by Councilman Albright and seconded by Councilwoman McFeaters.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  Councilman Hawkins was not present at time of vote.  
Sheriff Travis Roush submitted an Additional Appropriation for approval.  The appropriation was due to the 24 hours surveillance needed while an inmate was in the hospital.  Councilwoman Gee made a motion to approve the Additional Appropriation from Public Safety LOIT, Personnel Services, Part-Time Deputy-$2,000.  Councilman Albright made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  Sheriff Roush updated the Council on several issues at the Security Center.  
Councilman Hawkins joined the meeting.  

Auditor Roush described the need for the $208 necessary for the Prosecutor Secretary.  The salary had originally been funded by the General Fund and the Victim Assistance Grant.  Since the office did not apply for the grant, the salary cannot come from grant.  They were able to pencil transfer the majority of the funds needed but are still short $208. Councilman Hawkins made a motion to approve the Additional Appropriation from the General Fund, Prosecutor, Personnel Services, Secretary-$208.  Councilwoman Gee made the second. All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Councilman Wininger made a motion to approve the Additional Appropriation from the General Fund, Commissioners, Personnel Services, PERF-$10,500.  Councilman Albright made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Judge Lynne Ellis submitted an Additional Appropriation for Public Defender and a transfer within her budget.  Councilwoman Gee made a motion to approve the Additional Appropriation from the General Fund, Circuit Court, Personnel Services, Public Defender-$100,000.  Councilman Albright made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  Councilman Albright made a motion to approve the following transfer from General Fund, Circuit Court, Other Services & Charges, Postage-$43.09 to General Fund, Circuit Court, Supplies, Office Supplies-$43.09.  Councilwoman McFeaters made the second. All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Councilman Hawkins made a motion to approve the following Additional Appropriations for the Riverboat Revenue Sharing Fund, Prosecutor, Supplies, Office Suppplies-$1,500 and Other Services & Charges, Telephone-$1,000.  Councilman Stiles made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Councilwoman McFeaters made a motion to approve an Additional Appropriation from Riverboat Revenue Sharing, Commissioners, Other Services & Charges, Legal & Tax Sale Expense-$6,500.  Councilman Stiles made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Councilman Hawkins made a motion to approve the following transfer in Motor Vehicle Highway, General & Undistributed, Personnel Services, Health Savings Accounts-$13,000 to Motor Vehicle Highway, General & Undistributed, Others Services & Charges, Truck & Tractor Repair-$13,000.  Councilman Stiles made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Councilman Albright made a motion to approve an Amended Salary & Wage Ordinance 2015-17 for the Prosecutor Secretary and Part-Time Deputy.  Councilman Wininger made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  The amended Salary & Wage Ordinance for Community Corrections and Project Income was tabled until the next meeting.  

With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 8:46am with a motion made by Councilman Albright and seconded by Councilwoman Gee.  All were in favor and the motion passed.   The next Council meeting will be held Monday, October 5, 2015 at 6:00pm.  
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
