REGULAR MEETING

March 9, 2021
MINUTES

The Martin County Commissioners convened in regular session Tuesday, March 9, 2021 in the Commissioners’ Room at the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Commissioners present were President, Paul R. George, Commissioner J. Cody Roush and Commissioner Aaron Summers.    Also attending was Attorney David Lett; Auditor, Bobbie Abel; Deputy Auditor, Sydney Blakenbaker; Kevin Meyer; Warren Albright, Council President; Dave Sutton; Kim Showalter; April Sutton; Ronald Baker, Crane Board President; Rachel Sutton; Marilyn Read; Lori Simms; Kathy Collins; Mary Lou Billings; Barb Hager; James B. President George called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 5:32 pm. 
The minutes from the regular meeting of February 23, 2021 were approved with a motion made by Commissioner Summers, seconded by Commissioner Roush.   All in favor, motion passed.
The Claims and Allowances were approved with the motion by Commissioner Summers, seconded by Commissioner Roush.  All in favor, the motion passed.  

Commissioner George, stated in accordance with the Open-Door Law the Commissioners would not be taking public comments that were not on the agenda, he asked that all statements or concerns be submitted in writing.  A request can be made to be placed on an agenda.
Scott Seals, Highway Superintendent, submitted quotes for the purchase of a mower for the highway department.  Attorney Lett stated that if it was an exceptional piece of equipment that can not be matched they could proceed with the purchase without requiring additional quotes.   Seals requested a day off for the Highway employees for working while the Courthouse was closed.  The Commissioners granted the day, which can be taken individually as opposed to the department being closed for a day.  Seals requested to be able to hire part time help for the mowing season, it is a budgeted expense.  A resignation was received at the highway department.  A motion to hire Joe Troutman as an operator without CDL was made by Commissioner Summers, seconded by Commissioner Roush.  All in favor, motion passed.  Current projects were discussed.
Terri Alcorn, Highway Clerk; submitted final documentation about Asbell Road.  A motion to sign a letter of concurrence with the department of transportation regarding Asbell Road was made by Commissioner Summers, seconded by Commissioner Roush.  All in favor, motion passed.  The close out documentation was submitted for the CCMG Grant 2019-02 for signature.  Tim Hunt, HWC stated funds will be refunded to INDOT in the amount of $2,336.11 for an under run.
Tim Hunt, HWC, will submit for a grant for additional funding on Bridge 68.  HWC will apply for this grant for the County.  It is due to core changes and will cover additional costs. Bridge 58 first quarterly meeting has taken place.  Surveying is being conducted.  Historical Bridge society has been contacted.
Attorney Lett and Superintendent Seals reported about Pineview Road. There is a section that they are thinking about accepting.  Currently .51 miles is on the county inventory and would be adopting .51 miles of Pineview Dr plus and additional 300 feet which will change the miles of Pineview Dr approximately .567 ft. Attorney Lett recommends a resolution be drawn up.  A motion to proceed with the resolution was made by Commissioner Roush, seconded by Commissioner Summers. All in favor motion passed. County standards must be met.
Attorney Lett submitted two resolutions for approval.  A motion to approve Resolution 2021-05 Fine and Restitution Requirement for Damage to County Highways and Rights of Way was made by Commissioner Summers, seconded by Commissioner Roush.  All in favor, motion passed.  
A motion to approve Resolution 2021-06 Excavations in Public Rights of Way was made by Commissioner Summers, seconded by Commissioner Roush.  All in favor, motion passed.

Attorney Lett recommended that an Ordinance be drawn regarding load limits in Martin County.  The Commissioners requested that he proceed.
Veterans Service Officer Report was given. Two trips taken. Twelve phone calls.  Four Veterans were assisted and one meeting held.
Core Facilities revised contract was tabled.
