Dear Ms.Orsburn:

The United States Army Corp of Engineers, Chicago District, is preparing to conduct
maintenance work on the north breakwater at Calumet Harbor near the mouth of the
Calumet River (Enclosure 1). The purpose of the required maintenance work is to
maintain the existing breakwater to provide adequate protection to the harbor channel
against wave action, erosion, and sediment deposition. Due to the impacts of wave
action, weathering, and temperature effects the condition of the structure has
deteriorated over time. Consequently, several areas along the breakwater need
immediate repair. The purpose of this letter is to coordinate this action with your office
under Section 307 of the Coastal Zone Management Act’s federal consistency
provision.

The north breakwater of the Calumet Harbor is in need of rehabilitation and will be
repaired to the original design elevations and slopes. This repair work was initially
started in 2020 in a different section of the breakwater. The proposed repair work will
continue the previous repair work which consisted of concrete repairs, placing new
armor stone, and resetting existing armor stone as needed. The overall cross-section of
the breakwater will not change and there will be no taking of lake bottom when placing
new or resetting existing armor stone. The repairs are intended to restore the existing
structure to its original design function. Staging and storage of equipment and materials
will be on Corps property at the mouth of the Calumet River. The location of the
breakwater and the staging and storage areas can be found in enclosure 1.

The Chicago District has determined that the proposed activity complies with
Indiana’s approved coastal management program and will be conducted in a manner
consistent with relevant enforceable policies. The Chicago District requests a Federal
Consistency Determination for the project or further guidance on how a consistency can
be achieved.
