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Accessing the School Health Report via the LINK Portal

The School Health Report is located within the Indiana Department of Education’s (IDOE’s) LINK
Portal, which allows users to log in to IDOE systems using their school Google or Microsoft

accounts to access numerous educational data systems.

Obtaining the Role of “School Health”

To gain access to the School Health Report, the user must be assigned the

role of “School Health” by the school data security coordinator.

Logging Into the LINK Portal

To log in, navigate to https:/link.doe.in.gov.

Select either “Login with Google” or “Login with Microsoft” (whichever

account is used by the school).
e Enter your school username and password.

e The LINK portal will open on either the “All” page or the “Favorites”

page.

e If the School Health Report tile is visible, it may be kept on the “All” | N — @
page with other tiles that have been assigned, or it may be added to
the “Favorites” page by clicking on the gold star in the right corner of e School Health Report

the tile.

e |f the School Health Report tile is not visible, type “School
Health" into the search bar, and the School Health Report
tile should appear.

e |f the School Health Report tile does not appear, please
contact your school data security coordinator, and ask to
be assigned the role of “School Health”.
