• Relevant clinical notes and results of any skin biopsies. 

Associated Reportable Laboratory Results 
• Mycobacterium leprae identified by culture or PCR. 

• Demonstration of acid fast bacilli in skin or dermal nerve from a biopsy of a 

skin lesion using Fite stain, without growth of mycobacteria on conventional 

media (if done). 

• Identification of noncaseating granulomas with peripheral nerve involvement, 

without growth of mycobacteria on conventional media (if done).
