Associated Reportable Laboratory Results 

• Streptococcus group A (Streptococcus pyogenes) identified by culture or PCR 

from a normally sterile body site or from any site in cases of streptococcal toxic 

shock syndrome (STSS) or necrotizing fasciitis. 

• Also submit results of any antimicrobial susceptibility testing.
