COVID-19 LTC Facility Infection Control Guidance SOP—Updated 08/11/2021

Updated information included in document:

o Due to the increase of Delta variant in our state:

o All persons in LTC facilities must wear well-fitting facemask as all times.

e All personnel (HCP) must ask residents to mask during care.

» Eye protection guidance is unchanged from previous 7/21/21 update.

o All activities within the community and facility must follow the 3 core principles of
infection control by all persons wearing a well-fitted facemask when indoors,
social distancing and frequent hand hygiene.

o Fully vaccinated HCP and fully vaccinated residents may choose to unmask
outdoors in small gatherings.

Due to the increase of COVID-19 cases in Indiana, we are expanding outbreak testing
and sequencing process to include weekends. The weekend process will be same as on
weekdays:

o IDOH will contact you and get the line list for testing

e The Indiana National Guard will bring you the test kits the next day and pick up
specimens the same day

e The lab will run PCR results and report back to the contact provided on the line
list.
