Infant mortality is defined as the death of a baby
before his or her first birthday

« The infant mortality rate (IMR) is the number of
babies who die in the first year of life per 1,000 live
births

* In 2022, there were 577 infant deaths across the
state, making the infant mortality rate 7.2

+ Of the 577 Indiana infant deaths in 2022, 14
occurred in the Southeastern Hospital Region

» Non-Hispanic Black infants are 2.3 times more likely

K to die than Non-Hispanic White infants in Indiana
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How to Reduce Infant Mortality

* Improve overall health for women of child-bearing age
* Promote early and adequate prenatal care

+ Decrease early elective deliveries before 39 weeks

» Decrease prenatal smoking and substance use

* Increase breastfeeding duration and exclusivity

« Support birth spacing and interconception wellness

* Promote the ABCs of safe sleep: place baby to sleep
alone, on his or her back, in a crib
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* Numerator fewer than 20, rate unstable
** Rate suppressed due to low counts
