Appendix H – Draft Contract Terms and Conditions 
INDOT's Standard Contract Terms and Conditions for Consultant Contracts are available for 
review at: INDOT: Doing Business with INDOT: Proposals & Contracts. 

When contracting with INDOT, most contracting terms will be non-negotiable.  State and 
federal law requires that certain provisions be in INDOT contract provisions; revisions to these 
specific contract terms will not be allowed.  In addition, to receive financial assistance from this 
program, participants will be required to contractually assume certain risks and agree to certain 
requirements.   

If an applicant wants to seek revisions to specific proposed contract language due to their not 
being able to perform specific proposed contract terms, then the applicant should contact 
INDOT explaining which terms they seek to revise and their proposed revisions. Applicants 
should not assume any requests will be approved.
