HOW TO DISABLE YOUR OWN VIDEO 

 

When you start your meeting, the following pop-up will appear. It will allow you to pick two 

options: No video OR HP HD camera. Depending on what option you choose, it will either 

enable or disable your video.  

 

                

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

               

 

 

 

Regardless of your choice, you can enable or disable your video at any point by using the 

floating icon tray and selecting the video icon (shown below). The same options will be 

presented and you can choose what camera you want to use to enable video, or disable 

your video. 
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HOW TO DISABLE YOUR PARTICIPANTS VIDEO 

 

Once you’ve logged into your meeting, go to the menu bar and select Meeting > Options > 

General and uncheck the box that states “Allow all participants to turn on video.” Once you 

uncheck this, hit “Apply” and then “OK.” This should disable all participants from using their 

video.
